USDA’s Food Safety and Inspection Service (FSIS) is writing to inform you of
our determination regarding approval of foreign establishments that have not
previously exported Siluriformes fish or fish products to the United States.

In the preamble to the final rule “Mandatory Inspection of Fish of the Order
Siluriformes and Products Derived From Such Fish” (December 2, 2015, 80 FR
75590), FSIS explained that countries that were exporting Siluriformes fish or
fish products to the United States under FDA jurisdiction were to submit to FSIS
the establishments that were currently exporting shipments of such products to
the United States. FSIS stated in our June 2, 2016, letter to Vice Minister Vu
Van Tam that we would consider Vietnam'’s request to add establishments that
have never exported Siluriformes fish or fish products to the United States.

FSIS has announced our determination regarding these types of establishments.
FSIS will permit foreign establishments that have not previously exporied
Siluriformes fish or fish products to the United States after receiving and
reviewing a complete equivalence packet from the country’s competent authority,
consisting of a completed self-reporting tool (SRT) and all supporting
documentation. FSIS will also require assurances regarding each establishment
which has not previously exported that it (1) complies with the foreign country’s
requirements for the production of fish and (2) conducts sanitary operations and
produces wholesome product. For a full description, please see at
http://www.fsis.usda.gov/wps/portal/fsis‘topics/inspection/siluriformes/export-
siluriformes-{ish or in the attached policy description.

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Eligibility to Export Siluriformes Fish and Fish Products to the United
States for Foreign Establishments That Have Not Exported Such Products
to the United States Previously

In the final rule “Mandatory Inspection of Fish of the Order Siluriformes and Products Derived From Such Fish”
(December 2, 2015, 80 FR 75590), FSIS established an inspection program for both domestically produced and
imporled Siluriformes fish and fish products (hereinafter referred to as “fish”). By March 1, 2016, foreign countrics
were requested to submit a list of establishments that currently exported fish to the U.S. and wished to continue, along
with documentation that their competent food safety authorities currently regulate the growing and processing of fish
under standards that comply with the FDA regulations in 21 CFR part 123, Fish and Fishery Products.

Foreign countries are permitted to submit additional establishments after March 1, 2016, provided they (1) explained
the circumstances behind adding the establishment(s) and (2) assured FSIS that the establishment(s) conducts sanitary
operations and produces wholesome product. In addition, to be consistent with the initial documentation requirement
that establishments must “currcntly” export fish to the U.S., FSIS confirms with the country’s Central Competent
Authority (CCA) or the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) that these establishments previously shipped fish to the
u.s.

FSIS received information from 10 countries and has posted establishments eligible o export fish on its Siluriformes
Web page."! After the effective date, FSIS received additional requests to add establishments, some of which had not
exported fish to the United States previously. Under the implementation strategy described in the final rule, no new
foreign fish-exporting establishments would be approved to export until a country was found by FSIS to have an
equivalent food safcty system for fish, a process which often takes scveral years.

In order to ensure the safety of fish imports into the U.S. and cncourage foreign countries to pursue equivalence
determinations regarding fish as quickly and efficiently as practicable, FSIS is revising its implementation strategy as
follows:

e  FSIS will consider, on a case-by-case basis, requests from foreign countries to permit exports to the U.S.
from establishments that have not exported fish to the U.S. previously.

e  FSIS will require, in order for such establishments to be considered, a complete equivalence packet from the
foreign competent authority demonstrating the equivalence of the country’s food safety system for fish with
the U.S. syslem. An equivalence packet consists of a completed self-reporting tool (SRT)—FSIS's tool [or
collecting information from countries seeking equivalence—along with all supporting documentation.

e  [SIS will also require assurances regarding each establishment which has not previously exported fish to the
U.S. showing that it (1) complics with the foreign country’s requirements for the production of fish and (2)
conducts sanitary operations and produces wholesome product.

This policy will allow FSIS to systematically review a country’s food safety system prior to allowing exports from
newly exporting foreign establishments. It also encourages foreign countries to establish equivalent food safety systems
for fish as soon as possible. Under the final rule, documentation demonstrating equivalence must be submitted by the
cnd of the transitional period, September 1, 2017, in order for a country to continuc to export fish to the U.S. Fish .
exports will continue to be permitied while FSIS reviews the equivalence information.
